The meeting was called to order at 19:00 hours.  There was a quorum present.  


Public Comments:  Several members of the public were in attendance in favor of and in opposition to the rezoning agenda item listed below.  There were also members of the public voicing their concerns over the closing of the grass alley off second street.  The mayor informed the city closed the alley due to illegal dumping on the private property adjacent to both sides of that alley.  

Reading Minutes:   The minutes were read by the City Council Members for the meetings on July 8, 2025, July 16, 2025 and August 8, 2025. A motion to accept all three was made by Russ Longhurst and seconded by Zollie Rose.  This motion carried unanimously.    

Financial Report:   The July 2025 financial reports were read by the City Council members and approved as read.  A motion to approve was made by Russ Longhurst and seconded by Chad Johnson.  This motion carried unanimously.  

Police Report:  Sgt Pinkett gave the report, and it is attached

Fire Report:  Chief Clinard gave the report, and it is attached.  

Utility Report: Benn gave the report, and it is attached.

Old Business:  

a) 2nd Reading Ordinance 2025-4 An Ordinance Regulating Open Burning in the City of Guthrie, Kentucky- this ordinance failed to pass after a roll call majority of no votes.  Voting in opposition of the ordinance were Andrea Milkowski, Zollie Rose, Chad Johnson, and Russ Longhurst.
b) Helen Morris Rezoning-a motion to approve the rezoning request and overturn the GPC decision, as a pilot program, was made by Andrea Milkowski and seconded by Chad Johnson.  This motion received 3 yeas and 1 no. Voting opposed was Harry Green.  Russ Longhurst recused himself from voting.  Jeff Traughber mentioned that legislation requires a majority of the council as a whole to overturn a planning commission’s decision, so this motion failed for lack of a fourth yea.  

New Business:

a) 1st Reading Ordinance 2025-7 An Ordinance Fixing the Advalorem Tax Rate Upon The Assessed Valuations of Real Estate And Personal Property Within The City Limits of Guthrie, Kentucky, For The Year 2025-first reading was held.  Public hearing will be at the start of the next meeting. 
b) Appointment of Stacy Miller to the Guthrie Board of Zoning Adjustments- a motion to approve was made by Zollie Rose and seconded by Harry Green.  This motion carried unanimously. 
c) Andrea Milkowski Codes- Andrea asked questions regarding the status of code enforcement. She mentioned turning in several complaints on properties and not knowing if anything was done.  She asked if Chief Blumel was the best person to be the codes officer since he is so busy doing police work and wondered how much time he actually gave to codes, to which Councilman Johnson responded that he is getting paid, he should be doing the work.  Mayor Covington informed the committee lost several members and they just now got them replaced to where the meetings could have a quorum.  He also informed that there were no active complaints that had not been worked.
