The meeting was called to order at 19:00 hours.  There was a quorum present.  


Public Comments: Monica Sears questioned the sign at the cemetery.  It was hit by a truck a few years back and she wondered if it was fixable and if the city still had it.  Chad Johnson mentioned that Shane Hessey gave the sign to him to see if he could fix and he could not, but he still had the sign that the city could pick it up anytime. Connie Wofford mentioned the cemetery and how we are running out of room.  She asked the council to think about what space to use next and possibly building up the low area.  Mrs. Wofford also mentioned upcoming events.  She mailed out the flyer for the 4th of July Celebration.  Being the 250th Anniversary the city plans to partner with MainStreet to make this year’s extra special.  She updated on the scholarship program and informed the council that we were able to award 3 TCCHS students with $1,000 and one Jo Byrns student with $500.  

Reading Minutes:   The minutes were read by the City Council Members for the meeting on April 14, 2026. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Zollie Rose and seconded by Harry Green. This motion carried unanimously.  

Financial Report:   The April 2026 financial reports were read by the City Council members and approved as read. A motion to approve was made by Lauren Paddy and seconded by Harry Green.  This motion carried unanimously.  

Police Report: Chief Blumel gave the report, and it is attached.  

Fire Report: Chief Clinard gave the report and it is attached.  

Utility Report: Benn Stahl gave the report and it is attached.  He mentioned that he priced a roll off for the scrap metal at the convenience center and it was $4830.

Engineering Report- Mike McGhee gave the report and it was attached. Two items were presented to council for approval:
The first was a pay request to Shimmick Construction Company for the interim wastewater treatment plant in the amount of $14,250.  A motion to approve was made by Chad Johnson and seconded by Zollie Rose.  This motion carried unanimously.  
The second was April and May’s Engineering invoice payable to McGhee Engineering in the amount of $58,000.  A motion to approve was made by Chad Johnson and seconded by Harry Green.  This motion carried unanimously. 

Both pay requests will come out of the $2.8m already received for the project.

2nd Reading 2026-8 An Ordinance Amending the Text of Chapter 50 of the Code of Ordinances: Solid Waste Disposal- this ordinance passed with a roll call of all yeas. 

2nd Reading 2026-9 An Ordinance Annexing to the City of Guthrie an Approximate 1.86-Acre Parcel of Property Located at 10410 Russellville Road and Amending the Zoning Map of the City of Guthrie to Designate Said Annexed Property as Arterial Commercial District (B-4)- this ordinance passed with a roll call of all yeas.	

2nd Reading 2026-10 An Ordinance Amending the Text of Chapter 153 (Zoning) of the City of Guthrie Code of Ordinances- this ordinance passed with a roll call of all yeas.



New Business:

a.) 1st Reading 2026-11 An Ordinance Relating to the Annual Budget and Appropriations for the City of Guthrie, Kentucky, for the Fiscal Year Beginning on July 1, 2026- first reading was held.  
b.) Reappointment of Gary Traughber to the PREA Board- a motion to approve was made by Andrea Milkowski and seconded by Chad Johnson, this motion carried unanimously. 
c.) Contract Revision for Cemetery Mowing- a motion to approve a contract revision for cemetery mowing to add the two lots connected to the cemetery for $200 a week was made by Harry Green and seconded by Lauren Paddy.  This motion carried unanimously.  A revised contract will be voted on again next meeting.  
d.) Recommendation from Guthrie Planning Commission regarding GZTA26-5-1 Zoning Text Amendment (Manufactured Homes and Single-Family Placement)- Jeff will look into this further but a motion to accept the recommendation was made by Harry Green and seconded by Zollie Rose.  This motion carried unanimously.
